No specific prior knowledge is required. As the
students will have to prepare for classes by
reading judgments and other material (in
English), a good command of the English
language is thus required (i.e. the ability to
independently read and analyse texts in
English).




Vsebina:

Content (Syllabus outline):

Vsebina predmeta zajema predvsem analizo in
primerjavo tujih sodb s podrocja ¢lovekovih
pravic. Studentje bodo prebirali in primerjali
odlocitve razli¢nih vplivnih sodis¢ po svetu,
vklju€ujo€ sodbe vrhovnih sodis¢ ZDA and
Kanade, nemskega Zveznega ustavnega
sodisca, ustavnih sodiS¢ Belgije in Juzne Afrike,
Vrhovnega sodis¢a Indije, Evropskega sodisca
za ¢lovekove pravice in Sodisc¢a EU.

Prvi del predstavi strukturo in osnovne
doktrine ¢lovekovih pravic ter metodologijo
primerjalnega prava in njene izzive. V
nadaljevanju obravnavamo vrsto pomembnih
tem s podrocja ¢lovekovih pravic, kot so:
pravica do Zivljenja (smrtna kazen, splav,
evtanazija), pravica do svobodnega govora
(sovrazni govor, negacionizem), religija v
javnem prostoru, »deviantne« spolne prakse,
pravica do enakosti (pravice manjsin, socialno-
ekonomske pravice, istospolna partnerstva),
terorizem in ¢lovekove pravice. Sodne
odlocitve sluzijo za podlago kriti¢ni razpravi
doloéenega vprasanja na podrocju ¢lovekovih
pravic.

The course focuses on the analysis and
comparison of judicial decisions relating to
human rights. Students will be expected to read
and compare judicial decisions from various
influential courts all over the world, including
the U.S. and Canadian supreme courts, the
German Federal Constitutional Court, the
Belgian and the South African constitutional
courts, the Supreme Court of India, the
European Court of Human Rights and the Court
of Justice of the EU.

The first part introduces students to the
structure and basic doctrines of human rights
law as well as to the methodology of
comparative law and its challenges. This is
followed by the examination of a range of
important human rights issues, such as: right to
life (death penalty, abortion, euthanasia),
freedom of expression (hate speech,
negationism), religion in the public sphere,
“deviant” sexual practices, equality (minority
rights, socio-economic rights, same sex
marriage), terrorism and human rights. Judicial
decisions serve as a springboard for a critical
discussion of the relevant human rights issue.

Nina Persak je gostujocCa profesorica na Pravni fakulteti Univerze v Ljubljani. Diplomirala in doktorirala je iz
prava na Univerzi v Ljubljani ter magistrirala iz prava (in kasneje tudi iz socialne in razvojne psihologije) na
Univerzi v Cambridgu.

She has worked for several years as a tenured
professor at the Faculty of Law, Ghent University in Belgium, passed the State Law Exam, held professorial
and research posts in Ljubljana (including a postdoc in human rights at the Research Centre of the
Slovenian Academy of Sciences and Arts) as well as several visiting scholarships and fellowships at
Cambridge, Helsinki, Sofia, UC Berkeley and at Central European University in Budapest. She serves on
editorial boards of a number of international journals in the area of criminal law, human rights and
victimology, and is the author of several monographs, chapters and articles, published by renowned
journals and international scientific publishers, such as Springer, Hart, Ashgate, Routledge, Brill/Nijhoff
and Maklu.
