Studentje
bodo prebirali in primerjali odlocitve
ameriskih, nemskih, francoski in juzno afriskih
sodisc.

Teme: pravica do Zivljenja (smrtna kazen,
splav, terorizem), pravica do svobodnega
govora (sovrazni govor, strankarski govor,
pornografija), pravica do enakosti (pravice
manjsin, socialno-ekonomske pravice, religija,
isto spolna partnerstva)

Cilji: anglo-ameriski nacin ucenja prava,
primerjalna metoda, vkljuéno s kriticno analizo
slovenskega ustavnega prava/sodniskih
odlocitev.

The course will focus on analysis of judicial
decisions relating to human rights. Students will
be expected to read and compare US, German,
French, South African judicial decisions of
highest courts.

Themes: right to life (death penalty, abortion,
terrorism), right to freedom of expression (hate
speech, subversive speech, obscenity), equality
(minority rights, socio-economic rights, religion,
same sex marriage)

The aim is to learn the anglo-american method
of studying law and learn from the comparative
approach. Students will be encouraged to
contribute with their knowledge of Slovenian
constitutional and human rights law.

Dr. Veronika Fikfak je docentka na Univerzi v Cambridgu, kjer poucuje ustavno in mednarodno
pravo, ter pravo ¢lovekovih pravic. V svojih karieri je delala za Evropsko sodisée za ¢lovekove
pravice, Meddrzavno sodi$¢e v Haagu, za anglesko vlado in za Zdruzene narode v Parizu.

She has worked at the European Court of Human
Rights, the International Court of Justice, for the UK government (the Law Commission) and for
the UN in Paris. The course she will teach in Ljubljana is based on her teaching at Oxford, Paris
and Cambridge. Students will therefore be able to 'taste' the anglo-american method of studying

law in practice.
