Cilji in kompetence:

Objectives and competences:

Predmet izhaja iz temeljnih podrocij civilnega
procesnega prava ter predstavlja nadgradnjo znanj
z dodiplomskega in magistrskega Studija. Cilj
predmeta je Studentom zagotoviti temeljit in
kriti¢ni vpogled v civilno procesno pravo in njegovo
razmerje do materialnega civilnega prava, pa tudi
do ustavnega prava.

The course aims to provide the students with a
thorough and critical insight in civil procedure law
and its interrelation with substantive law, as well as
constitutional law. The course aims at promoting
knowledge and understanding about the nature
and operation of legal concepts of civil procedure,
skills in applying theoretical knowledge to
identifying, analyzing and solving practical cases as
well as values and attitudes in regard to underlying
principles, such as the principle of proportionality

Intended learning outcomes:

Po uspesnem zakljucku bodo studentje bolje
razumeli instrumente, pravne koncepte, njihova
temeljna nacela ter strukturo civilnega procesnega
prava, predvsem v luci razmerja do materialnega
civilnega in gospodarskega prava.

They will
be aware of the growing interface between
European and national civil procedure and will be
able to critically evaluate the plans of future
development of procedural law. Students will be
able to apply legislative norms and principles to
practical cases and thus effectively use their
theoretical knowledge. Collaterally they will also be
