Objectives and competences:

Cilj predmeta je poglobljen studij izbranih tem na
podrocju izvrSevanja kazenskih sankcij, s
poudarkom na prostostnih sankcijah. Student
pridobi sposobnost znanstvenega primerjanja
razlicnih sistemov izvrSevanja kazenskih sankcij,
kriticne analize predpisov in judikature z zadevnega
podrocja, vrednotenja razlicnih teoreticnih stalis¢
ter oblikovanja zahtevnejse argumentacije.

The aim of the course is a thorough study of
selected issues in the field of enforcement of penal
sanctions, with emphasis on custodial sentences.
Students will gain competence of comparison of
different systems of enforcement of penal
sanctions, critical assessment of legal norms and
case law in the field, as well as competence of
consistent argumentation and evaluation of
different theoretical standpoints.

Intended learning outcomes:

Po zakljucku predmeta bodo Studentje bolje
razumeli nacela in pravne institute na zadevnem
podrocju. Zavedali se bodo mednarodnih dimenzij
izvrSevanja kazenskih sankcij in vloge, ki jo je na
tem podrogju odigralo ESCP. Dobili bodo vpogled v
primerjalno pravo in nadgradili sposobnosti
uporabe teoreti¢nih znanj v prakti¢nih primerih.

After successfully concluding the course, students
will have a better understanding of the principles
and legal institutions in the field. They will be aware
of international dimensions of enforcement of penal
sanctions as well as the role of case law of ECHR .
They will gain insight in the comparative law and will
develop competences and skills of applying
theoretical knowledge in practical cases.
